Lonesome Pines

In March 1926 some 10 acres of land were donated to the Rotary Club by Paul Ritchey (who also laid out and developed the Indian Pines area sub-division). The reforestation of land was a big "priority" in those days. After consultation with conservation experts and the Extension Service some 3,000 each, 4 year old white pine, red pine and white spruce were planted.  Later about 6,000 trees of each specie were set out. Some replanting was required due to dry conditions in years when the planting was becoming established. Club members did the planting and Boy Scouts (your Editor among them) and youths were excused from school to work on the planting on one occasion. About 30,000 trees eventually were growing. In 1946 and 2 or 3 other times the woods were thinned and trees trimmed.

In 1931 Rotary built a sound log cabin a short distance up the hillside, complete with bunks and fireplace. This was for use of Boy Scouts. It was, indeed, used for troop and leader meeting, week end camp outs, etc. Eventually due to lack of use, minor vandalism and disrepair this cabin was given to Scout camp Babcock-Hovey and moved to their Seneca lake site. It became the camp office, known as the Penn Yan cabin and is still in use today.

The forest land began on the old West Lake Road, extended to the top of the hill near the municipal water storage tank. Around 1979 the State of NY. planned construction of the present West Lake Road. Rotary was offered around $1200 for 2.75 acres of land. After discussion the club decided to pursue legal steps. Attorney Fred Dugan, a club member, (later County Judge & Surrogate) took legal steps to obtain a greater settlement for the land. Eventually this was successful and about $7500 was granted. Atty. Dugan at the time only charged the club his expenses.

To better handle any possible legal problems due to owning Land, a corporation Rotary Reforestation, Inc. was formed. As originally set up, the Directors of the club are directors of the corporation. 2-3 years ago Ron Nissen salvaged a large iron wheel closely resembling the Rotary wheel from old machinery at the Taylor Chemical property then owned by Outlet Tire. The wheel was painted and hauled up the steep hillside, and with much effort mounted on an iron post.

Over many years many Rotarians have been involved with this forest in one way or another. When traveling the West Lake Road glance up to these woods and see what we own and pay taxes on. In today's market for vacation sites it has become a valuable piece of land!
